GUIDELINES ON FINAL TERM REQUIREMENT 

2nd Semester SY 2015-2016

POETRY RECITAL
Description: The activity is a poetry recital of each student’s own compostion which will serve as a tool to increase students’ literacy level and appreciation of poetry as an art and as a means of self-expression.

General Objectives:

The project seeks to meet the following objectives:

1. To promote the spoken dimension of poetry; specifically the voices of the poems and how they should be conveyed in recital 
2. To explore student’s creativity in making and delivering a literary composition

3. To utilize literature as a means of self-expression

Date: 
(February)– graduating students

            (March)– undergrad students

Mechanics:

I. Pre – Recital Requirements

1. The student will compose a poem of at least 16 lines (4 stanzas) either in English or Filipino.  The poem may either use the traditional form or free verse. The teacher will provide a particular line (one written in Filipino and another in English) which the student will incorporate in his/ her poem. 
2. The student will provide a concise interpretation of the poem. He/ She must master his/her poem by heart, as well as an overview on how it was written. He/she also should practice reciting the poem; making sure that his/her oral recitation proves that he/she understands the emotive and intellectual content and form of the poem.

3. The student accomplishes the poetry worksheet form (format to be given by the teacher). This is to be submitted to the teacher before the scheduled recital. 

II. Recital Requirements

1. The student presents a copy of his poem using PPT so that the audience can follow his recitation and mark the level of his mastery of the poem.
2. He delivers his oral recital on the scheduled recital. His oral presentation should show his MASTERY of the poem. Mastery means that he/she is precise with all the words the poem uses, his ENUNCIATION and VOICE PROJECTION is clear, and his INFLECTION OF THE EMOTIONAL AND INTELLECTUAL CONTENT AND FORM of the poem is expressive of his knowledge and sensibility of poem.

3. The oral recital of the poem should not exceed 10 minutes. The oral delivery should follow this format:

a. Provide a short background of the poem (title and overview on how it was written)

b. Deliver the poem

c. Share to the class the interpretation of the poem and its significance 

4. The poetry recital is considered 75% of the final written examination.

LITRA-TURA PROJECT
The Litra-tura Project is 25% of the final requirements of the course LITFORM/WORLDLIT.  The poetry photo project is the students’ creative art presentation of their own poem composition.  Generally, the project aims to articulate the students’ creative poetic expressions through chosen words and visual considerations. This will also showcase their visual and literary talent. Furthermore, it gives the students a new way of experiencing and appreciating poetry. 

Objectives of the Project:
This project aims to achieve the following objectives:

1. Utilize poetic elements and devices necessary in writing original composition;

2. Illustrate creative ways of combining visual & literary talent; and

3. Appreciate literature as a form of art.

Mechanics:

1. Student will be asked to pair his poem with appropriate pictures, images, or illustrations. The pictures/images/illustrations should be original and creative and should have relevance and significance to the poem’s theme and meaning. 

2. The poem with images/pictures/illustrations should be presented in a laminated 8R photo paper (portrait form).

3. The LITRATURA project is considered as 25% of the final written examination.
