I. OVERVIEW
A STAGE PLAY CRITIQUE is a descriptive and critical/evaluative account of a drama production. It provides a summary of the presentation, assesses the value of the play, and recommends it (or not) to other potential readers.

The performance of a play is a live experience, so it can be an exciting but difficult task to review. One has to be both the spectator, taking in and enjoying the performance, and a critic, analyzing the production. But with the right preparation and structure, one can create a well written play review.
II. CONTENTS
A. PLAYWRIGHT'S PAGE (may be presented in paragraph form or bulleted form)

· Personal Background (like nationality, date of birth, place of birth, personal characteristics, etc.)

· Professional Background (short info that led the dramatist in becoming a writer (in general) or a playwright (to be specific), credentials for writing, and specific influences which may have affected the author's POV)

· Some interesting circumstances/ info that led him into writing (with emphasis on the story of the material used/ play viewed)

B. BRIEF PLOT SYNOPSIS (1-2 paragraph/s; with main ideas/ arguments presented in the performance/ presentation- sequence of events; major theme and main conflict may also be discussed here)
C. REVIEWER'S NOTES (include notes and personal stances about specific parts of the play)

· Favorite Part/ Scene (discuss what happened and explain briefly why it is your favorite in the whole production)

· Favorite Characters (choose 2 casts and discuss why you liked them best; note things they did well- gestures, moments, bits- and explain briefly why you think they were believable and outstanding)

· 4 Striking Lines (note 4 important lines from the play that have impressed and/ or instilled great learning and even emotional connection that really helped you in the holistic understanding of the story relayed; explain briefly the essence of the lines)

· Specific Issue Raised (political, social, environmental, academic, etc... like Poverty, Corruption, Climate Change and others, then discuss your stance/ perspective about it)

· New Ending (if you will be the playwright of this story, how would you like the ending to be?)
